Live Christmas Trees Campbells
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A live Christmas tree can be a very successful project and a delight to your landscape for many years to
come. If several steps are followed, it will aid in keeping the tree alive. A live Christmas tree should be
handled very, very carefully. The shock which affects any tree which has been in a cold situation and very
dormant and is then brought into a 70 degree dry environment has to be severe. In following the steps be-
low we can aid you in eliminating some of the hazards and reduce some of the shock to the tree, giving it a
better chance for survival.

The location for the tree in the yard should be picked out well before the ground freezes. The hole should
be dug; the soil from the hole should be moved into a garage or similar area where it will not freeze; and
the planting hole should be lined with straw and covered so that no one will fall into the pit.

After you select your live tree at Campbell’s, you will find that the trees have been dug and placed in a plas-
tic pot or balled and burlapped, in which the tree can grow for a long period of time. There is no one
variety of tree that will work better than another, although usually the Fir, Pine or Spruce is recom-
mended.

Select the location in which you desire to put your tree in your home, and attempt to find a spot where there
will be no direct hot drafts upon the tree. Care should also be taken in the selection of the site so that it
is easy to move in and out of the house. Ifit is to be placed on a wood or carpeted floor, a large plastic
sheet should be used as the tree will need to be watered while it is inside the house.
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
