ORGANIC PRODUCTS 

Environmental concerns are changing how many of us 

approach yard care.  Cutting back on use of chemicals and 

v`sdq hr o`qs ne ƉFnhmf FqddmƊ- Gnvdudq+ Jdqlhs sgd Eqnf

qdlhmcr tr+ ƉHsƇr mns d`rx adhmf fqddm-Ɗ 

Organic-based products for lawns include Gypsum, Iron-

Rich, Pro-Rich, Gro-Rich and Miloganite.

Insects and diseases (fungus) can be more difficult to 

bnmsqnk nqf`mhb`kkx- HsƇr hlonqs`ms sn ad uhfhk`ms enq d`qkx

detection of insects and disease on annuals, vegetables, 

perennials, trees and shrubs.  Insecticidal soaps, organic 

products for disease and deterrents for other pests need to 

be applied early and at regular intervals to prevent 

significant damage to the effected plants.   

If you cannot identify the specific problem, collect a fresh 

sample of the plant damage in a plastic bag and bring it to 

one of our garden centers for us to help you select the right 

product. 

COMPOSTING FOR BEGINNERS 

Most gardeners are aware of the benefits of compost in 

gardens and beds, but few are willing to make their own. 

Unfortunately a lot of `raw material` ends up in the landfill. 

A small compost bin can easily be hidden by vines, large 

perennials, or grasses and can produce the equivalent of 

numerous bags of store bought compost every year. 

To produce good quality compost, one must collect both 

`browns` and `greens` to add. A good ratio for this is 25 

`browns` to 1 `green`.  How you get this ratio in the 

summer time is a bit difficult.  However,  you can continue to 

send your grass clippings to the city composting facility,  start 

xntq bnlonrs vhsg rnld ne k`rs e`kkƇr kd`udr `mc `cc lnrs `kk

fruit and vegetable peelings, young weeds, ashes, hedge 

clippings, and tea bags. Add to this all of the leaves and small 

branches that our spring storms have blown onto our lawns 

and you have a good start. 

As the weather warms so will your compost heap. This is a 

good sign as the heat will kill most weed seeds and a lot of 

plant pathogens. Occasionally the pile will need to be turned 

which will eliminate most of the odors. Finished compost will 

have an earthy smell. 

Remember, smaller pieces decompose faster so shredding 

leaves, etc will speed the 

process. 

Adding this compost to your 

soil will result in healthier 

plants with less fertilizer 

making gardening even more 

enjoyable! 

Yard Care Calendar 
For Gardens & Planters: 

Pick up leaves & faded flowers since they 

provide places for slugs & snails to hide, add 

them to your compost. 

Check flowers & vegetables often & treat as 

needed for aphids. *If you spray vegetables, 

be sure the  organic or chemical pesticide is 

rated for vegetables/edibles. 

Feed annuals, perennials & vegetables 

monthly during the summer with a balanced 

water-soluble fertilizer. 

Pinch back or deadhead annuals & perennials, 

as needed, to encourage fuller growth. 

Lift tulip bulbs once the greenery has died 

back, clean & dry them.  Store them in a cool 

place until fall.  If you choose to leave your 

bulbs in the ground, don't forget to add 

fertilizer.  

Plant warm-season vegetables Ƅ cucumber, 

eggplant, pepper, squash, tomato, beans, etc. 

For Berries & Fruits: 

Pick strawberries as soon as they ripen for 

fullest flavor.  Protect berries from birds by 

covering with netting.  Fertilize well.  Be on 

the lookout for aphids, spider mites & slugs.  

Immature apple trees can lose some of their 

fruit this time of year.  This is known as "June 

drop". Thin the fruit out more when it is a 

little smaller than the size of a golf ball.  Leave 

one apple from each cluster.  

Remove suckers from blackberries & 

raspberries as they appear.  Remove canes 

that have been infected by "anthracnose".  

This fungus will dry out the plant.  You can 

tell if your berries are infected if there are 

dark spots with gray centers on the fruit & 

cane.  

For Yards: 

Deep-water lawns, trees & shrubs to 

encourage deep rooting & avoid heat stress.   

If there is inadequate rainfall, lawns should 

need no more than 1 to 1-½ inches of water 

odq vddj- HsƇr adrs sn v`sdq nmbd nq svhbd `

week if needed. 

If you have a new lawn, you can add another 

application of seed, six months later to 

increase the turf density.

LAWN DISEASE 

June weather conditions usually provide the right 

environment for the spread of lawn fungus that 

causes spots of dead grass, yellow patches or brown 

spots.  It is important to differentiate disease from 

damage caused by dog urine, lawn fertilizer burns, 

insects or nutritional deficiencies. 

Pet damage can resemble Dollar Spot or 

Rhizoctomia Blight.  In the case of burn by dog urine, the area of 

dead grass is most often inside an area of thick, green grass.  Heavy 

watering will wash down excess salts and help the grass recover or 

try sprinkling Hydrated Lime. 

Too much nitrogen can damage lawns.  Often spots or streaks 

develop if the spreader application overlaps, especially if the 

application rate was too heavy.  Also, if you filled your spreader in

watering in these areas will wash down the nitrogen for the grass to 

recover. 

Insects can cause damage similar to lawn fungus.  

If you can easily pull the grass in the bad area in 

chunks, grubs are prime suspect.  If you can see 

hmrdbs `bshuhsx+ xntƇud ch`fmnrdc sgd khjdkx btkoqhs- 

Turf grass plants need nitrogen and iron for healthy 

growth.  If your lawn is thin or yellow, poor 

nutrition should be considered.  Soil analysis will identify how to approach 

the problem

FEATURED PERENNIAL Ƅ ORNAMENTAL GRASSES 

Ornamental grasses bring dynamic focal points to sunny landscape areas.  Both of 

our garden center locations carry more than 30 varieties of perennial grasses.  The 

following are some of the more popular varieties. 

Karl Foerster Feather Reed Grass Ƅ This grass provides wonderful contrast among 

low shrubs and perennials.  Its ultimate size 

is directly related to the amount of moisture 

it receives. Karl Foerster grass is one of the 

first grasses to start growing in the spring.  

The blossoms change color through the 

season and remain on the plant until winter 

snow brings them down.  Pick heads at 

different development stages to create a 

colorful arrangement with other green or flowering plants.  This ornamental grass 

sways gracefully in the lightest breeze. A row or a mass planting of Karl is 

spectacular on a windy day! 

Little Bunny Dwarf Fountain Grass Ƅ Fountain grass is a graceful, elegant 

ornamental grass with plumes resembling 

bottle-brushes that appear in summer.

It is a clump-forming grass with 

white to pinkish cattail-like flower heads 

from summer through fall, and often into 

winter.  Because of its small size, ƉKhsskd

needs water, especially during the heat of summer.  It may need to be replanted 

where winters are exceptionally cold. 

 

Hamelin Fountain Grass Ƅ During spring and summer, this compact form of the 

ever-popular Fountain Grass provides 

clusters of dark green foliage with 

brownish-purple flower heads first 

appearing in late summer.  In fall, the 

foliage turns a bright almond color that 

lasts all winter.  This dwarf grass is very 

graceful as a border front, as accent or 

ground cover.  It is easy to grow in 

ordinary, well-drained soil.   

Red Fox Curly Sedge Grass is one of the most colorful sedges.  Striking clumps of 

reddish bronze make this evergreen 

perennial a good choice for a 

foliage effect in borders, 

containers, rock gardens or around 

water gardens.  It requires full sun 

and grows upright with slightly 

arching clumps up to 2-3 feet tall 

and wide.
