o(Continue to watch for insect and
disease (fungus)damage and treat as
needed.

eContinue to water turf and landscape
plantings as needed. However,
because of the continued rainfall, don't
over-water. Water garden areas and
planters when each is dry. If there has
been rain, you probably do not need to
water.

GREEN UP SUMMER LAWNS

If your lawn looks “tired” and yellowish, apply an iron
product, such as Milorganite or Iron-Rich, to green it up.

For Gardens and Planters:
eAnnuals and perennials may be
showing signs of disease, such as

oFertilize annuals, perennials and
vegetables monthly through August.

eRemove faded flowers as they start to
wilt to encourage more blooms.

oPinch back annuals and perennials, as
needed, to encourage fuller growth.

e|n late August, divide peonies, iris, fall
bulbs, etc., if needed.

For Yards:

eAvoid applications of nitrogen-
containing lawn chemicals to avoid
burning the turf grass.

o|f you seed your lawn this time of
year, be sure to keep the seed moist
(but not too wet). Seeding in the
summer can take some extra effort,
but you can get grass to grow.

eAugust and September are good
months to resume your fight against
stubborn weeds. Plants are actively
moving food down to the roots to store
for winter, making applications of
herbicides more effective.

This time of year, with the
heat & humidity, we all like to
spend time indoors instead of
being outside. Watering of
new plantings & established
plantings is very important this
time of year. With air
temperatures in the 90-100
degree category & high winds,
plants dry out quickly.
Watering of new plantings may need to be done every
other day. Check plants at the hase with a screw driver.
If you can push it in fairly easy & the screw driver has
wet soil on it your probably good on water. One can still
do planting this time of year. With most things being
grown in containers, this enables us to plant through the
growing season. The main thing is to water often.

| continue to see lots of bagworms on junipers &
spruce plantings. They can be on crabapples & other
plantings also. Look for the small bags on these
plants. If the numbers are small, just pick
the bags off and dispose of them in the
trash. If there are large numbers on your
plantings spraying with Bayer 3in 1 or
Ortho systemic insect spray would be
needed. As the bagworms get larger, it is
harder to control with spraying, so do it
now. Check the spruce & junipers for spider mites
also. The products for the bagworm works for spider
mites also.

Cut off old blooms on perennials & shrub roses. By
doing this the energy spent on producing seed is
transferred back to the plant. Leave flowers on plants
that provided winter interest. Be sure to keep weeds
in check. Pull up big weeds, spot spray smaller
weeds with round-up or Trimec. Make sure not to
overspray on desirable plants in the bed. By getting
rid of weeds now they can't re-seed & cause more
weeds next year.

Start to think about fall planting of spring flower
bulbs now. | always get asked in the spring about the
tulips, daffodils and the other minor bulbs. Plant this
fall to get that early spring color. Mid- August is also
the time to start planting grass seed for bluegrass &
fescue lawns. This can be continued until the first of
October.

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FEATURED PERENNIALS

For Shady Areas - Ferns: Both of our garden centers carry several
sizes and types of hardy perennial ferns. Varieties include Autumn,
Cinnamon, Ghost, Japanese Painted, Lady and Ostrich. Ferns are
excellent companion plants for astilbe, coralbell, hosta and lungwort.
Ferns are great plants for indoor
and outdoor gardening and can add
dynamic textures and interest to
your shade and partial shade
landscapes.

For Sunny Areas — Coneflowers:
Vibrant color is the hallmark of
coneflowers. They are native to
North American prairies and lightly
shaded woodland areas. Varieties
of bright pinks, purple, blends of
rose and peach, orange, yellow, red
and white give you many showy
planting options. Mature coneflowers range in heights of 15 to 36
inches. Thus, you can use coneflowers as a colorful accent plant or a
bright focal point in your garden or perennial landscape

FEATURED SHRUBS—VIBURNUM

Viburnums are one of the more popular flowering landscape shrubs for
sun or partial sun areas. These versatile shrubs can meet most any
garden need from wet to dry soil, a natural native or informal look, tree
or shrub. Bloom times span early spring through June and are followed
by attractive fruit and outstanding fall foliage. Our garden centers carry
15 varieties that range in mature heights and widths from 3-15 feet.
These include the following:

Alfredo Compact - this 5-6
foot shrub has compact foliage
with white blooms in May and
brilliant orange-red fall color.

Alleghany - white blooms in
May enhance this 10-foot
variety that has  very
attractive foliage.

Autumn Jazz - is another tall
10-12 foot shrub that blooms }*
white in May and June and g
turns shades of orange, yellow
and red in the fall.

Blackhaw - considered a tall =% R ‘ :
shrub or small tree with a 12-foot height and 8-foot width. In fall the
foliage takes on a purplish hue.

Blue Muffin - this low-growing variety makes a great low hedge or
foundation planting.

Chicago Lustre - has a rounded form with white blooms and blue fruit
in the spring. The fall foliage is golden yellow.

Mariessi Doublefile - dense tiered horizontal branches display large
white flower clusters in the spring. This variety is good for massing
shrub borders.

Mohican - a very hardy shrub with dark, hairy leaves that create a dark
background for companion plants. Creamy white flowers cover the shrub
in May that is followed by orange-red fruit in July. Fall foliage is a
purplish-bronze.

Nannyberry- a large, leggy native shrub that can be pruned into a small
tree. Spring brings small white flower clusters. The edible fruit clusters
are bluish-black and stay on the plant through winter. Fall color is deep
maroon to red.

Newport Doublefile - our shortest variety makes an excellent low
maintenance shrub that turns reddish-purple in the fall.

Northern Burgundy - another tall variety that gives a deep burgundy
fall color.

Red Feather - this 5-6 foot shrub has beautiful red new foliage that
develops green veins as it ages to give the leaves a colorful feather-like
design. The foliage shows off the creamy-white spring blooms. Leaves
become maroon in the fall.

Wentworth - this shrub is sometimes called the American Cranberry
Bush. The dense foliage is a lustrous medium to dark green that shows
off white flowers in the spring and red fruit in summer and fall. This 8-
12 foot variety makes an excellent screening and informal hedge.

HOUSEPLANTS

The topic of houseplants might seem strange during summer. However,
August is a good time to think about houseplants as we take refuge in
the air-conditioned comfort of our homes. A nice fern or other variety of
tropical plant can bring a touch of outdoor living into any room. Visit
either of our garden centers to pick out something new for your home.
