Yard Care Calendar
FoR GARDENS AND PLANTERS

o0nce all of the vegetation is killed in your
garden, remove it or compost it.

®|f you notice signs of disease, bag that waste
and throw it away to prevent more disease
problems next spring.

®Add several inches of compost, manure, finely
chopped leaves and grass, then till or turn into
the soil. Leave the ground open for freezing and
thawing over the winter. This will give you
excellent soil for planting in the spring.

®Now is a great time to arrange your planters
for winter display since freezing overnight
temperatures have killed annuals and tender
perennials.

®Remove dead plant materials, including the
roots.
FOR YARDS:
®Continue mowing lawns until the grass has
stopped growing.
®Drain automatic sprinkler systems to avoid
freezing.
®Disconnect and drain hoses, then roll up the
sections and store in your garage or a storage
area to avoid damage in the winter.
FoR ROSES:
®\Many varieties of garden roses are marginally
hardy in Nebraska and need extra winter
protection. After the first hard freeze when the
temperature is below 25°F for at least six
hours, cut roses back to about 12 inches high.

®[o not cut back climbing roses.

®Pile 8-10 inches of shredded mulch around the
bases of each plant. Be sure to put mulch in
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CHANGING PLANTERS FOR WINTER

It's fun to revitalize outdoor planters and pots for the

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AMARYLLIS & PAPERWHITES

Amaryllis and Paperwhite bulbs
are the easiest to bloom indoors
since neither has to be forced.
November is the time to plant
these bulbs if you want indoor
flowers around Christmas.

Flowering time for prepared
Amaryllis bulbs is 7-10 weeks.
The large flowers with striking
shades of red, white, pink, salmon and orange make the Amaryllis a
popular addition to holiday decorating. Select your bulbs early to get
your favorite color. Typically, larger bulbs produce more flowers. After
the bulb is done blooming, it can be saved for blooming next year.

Paperwhite bulbs bloom within about three weeks of planting. If you like
the fresh look of these dainty flowers, plant batches of Paperwhites in 3-
4 week intervals to have a constant supply of new blossoms.
Paperwhites cannot be saved for re-blooming. Once the blossoms turn
brown, remove the bulbs from the growing medium and throw them
away.

CYCLAMEN

This flowering houseplant is a fall and winter favorite

because of its showy variegated leaves and bright
blooms on long upright stems.  Cyclamen
blossoms are often likened to butterfly wings in

shades of lavender, rose, maroon, white or red.

Despite their delicate appearance, care of these

tuberous plants is fairly easy. Successful care requires cooler
room temperatures, fresh air and adequate moisture. The
following are some care tips for cyclamen.

e Set your cyclamen in an area away from direct drafts near
doorways and heating vents.

e  Cyclamen need bright, indirect light to maintain their blooms.

e They prefer cool room temperatures around 60-65°F. The blooms
tend to not last as long in warmer temperatures.

e When the top of the soil is dry to the touch, take the plant to your
sink and water along the side of the pot until water runs out of the
bottom of the pot. Do NOT water down the center of the plant!
Let the pot drain completely then return it to where you have it
displayed. Don't water again until the top of the soil is dry.

e  You can fertilize your cyclamen every 2-4 weeks with a balanced
water-soluble fertilizer.

e  Multiple flower stalks will shoot up from the center of the plant,
bloom and then fade. Spent flowers stems and leaves can be
removed from the plant to encourage new stalks. This helps the
cyclamen to bloom constantly.

e  Many people discard their cyclamen when it is done blooming. It
can be kept if given special care.

FOR THE BIRDS

If you feed hirds through the fall, continue to give
them food and water during winter months. Visit our
40" Street garden center location for your supply of
bird seed and feeders.
