INDOOR HOLIDAY COLOR 
Other flowering and decorative plants add color to festive decorations.  Each 

can stand-alone or be decorated for the season.  Be sure to visit the 

greenhouse at each of our Garden Centers to choose a plant for your home or 

as a gift. 

Cyclamen are a bright flowering addition to any home or work area.  

The colorful blossoms twist and turn in butterfly-like 

fashion.  This tuberous plant will bloom for several 

months if cared for properly.  Setting your 

cyclamen in a decorative pot or amidst evergreen 

branches makes a great centerpiece. 

Holly is a traditional Christmas accent.  The 

evergreen leaves with red berries give a festive look 

during the season. 

Christmas Cactus is a favorite for many of us.  These tropical 

cacti are often given as gifts or handed down to family members 

and friends.  Their bright exotic blooms return annually if the plant is 

properly maintained.

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FOR EVERGREENS, TREES, 

SHRUBS & ORNAMENTALS 

He xnt g`udmƇs cnmd rn xds+ trd VHKS

STOP to treat rhododendrons, yews, 

boxwoods and other evergreens that 

tend to dry and stress during the winter 

months. 

WILT STOP preserves live and cut 

Christmas trees, wreaths and greens, as 

well as cut flowers. 

Tips & Precautions: It is not advisable 

to mix WILT STOP with any other 

compound.  Always soak or water 

transplants thoroughly before 

application.  Wash sprayers with warm, 

soapy water immediately after use.  

Surfaces sprayed in error should be 

washed immediately with warm, soapy 

water.  It is advisable to do a test 

application on a few plants prior to 

treating. 

 

FOR PLANTERS 

Thanks to mild temperatures you still 

have time to do winter arrangements in 

your outdoor planters before the soil 

freezes.  Combinations of live greens, 

Nebraska branches (such as curly willow 

and red stem dogwood), berries, weather

-resistant ornaments and decorative 

ribbon will give you an attractive 

oqdrdms`shnm vdkk hmsn L`qbg- HsƇr etm sn

try something new that will be bright and 

cheery during those drab winter days.  If 

you need ideas for your specific planters, 

be sure to visit either of our Garden 

Centers. 

 

FOR ROSES 

Add a final mulching to roses and tender

CHRISTMAS TREE SAFETY

need to display it safely throughout the holiday 

season.  Stand your tree away from fireplaces or 

other heat sources and where it does not block 

foot traffic or doorways.  Here are some other 

precautions to remember. 

Fresh Cut Trees �F  
Be sure the needles of pines and spruces 

bend without breaking and are hard to pull off 

the branches.  Fir tree needles from a fresh tree 

will snap when bent, and the trunk will be a little 

sticky with sap. 

Cut off about two inches of the trunk and 

put the tree in a sturdy, water-holding stand.  Keep the stand filled with 

water to keep the tree from drying out too quickly. 

Trees purchased at either of our garden center locations that are more 

than 4-foot tall can be stood in your tree stand and delivered to your 

home at no additional charge. 

Artificial Trees �F  
Choose one that is labeled as fire resistant.   

Pre-lit trees should have the Underwriters Laboratory (UL) label. 

Tree Lights �F  
Use only indoor rated lights indoors and outdoor rated lights only 

outdoors. 

Check lights for broken or cracked sockets, frayed or bare wire, and 

loose connections. 

Plug no more than three light sets into any single extension cord. 

Pre-lit artificial trees should be plugged into the wall socket.  If you must 

trd `m dwsdmrhnm bnqc+ ad rtqd hs hr ` Ɖgd`ux ctsxƊ bnqc q`sdc enq 04

amps.      

Extension cords should be placed against the wall to avoid tripping 

hazards, but do not run cords under rugs.  

Turn off all lights on trees and unplug lighted decorations when you go to 

bed or leave the house. 

Tree Ornaments �F  
Never place lighted candles on a tree or near any flammable materials.  

Avoid placing breakable tree ornaments or ones with small, detachable 

parts on lower branches where small children or pets can reach them.  

Do not hang popcorn chains and candy canes on the tree when small 

children or pets are present. They may think that these and other tree 

ornaments are also edible.
