Annual Gardens & Planters:

e Clean up leaves and faded flowers and
add to your compost pile. Garden
waste provides hiding places for slugs
and snails.

Check flowers and vegetables
frequently and treat as needed for
aphids. If you spray vegetables, be surg
the organic or chemical pesticide is
rated for vegetables/edibles.

Pinch back/prune annuals and perennials

as needed to encourage fuller growth.

Berries and Fruits:

. Keep the grass around your fruit trees
trimmed short since grass tends to rob
nitrogen from the area.

Pick strawberries as soon as they ripen
for fullest flavor. Protect berries from
birds by covering with netting and
check for aphids, spider mites and
slugs.

Immature apple trees can lose some of
their fruit this time of year. This is
known as "June drop". Thin the fruit
out even more when it is a little smaller
than the size of a golf ball. Leave one
apple from each cluster.

Remove suckers from blackberries and
raspberries as they appear. Remove
canes that have been infected by
anthracnose. This fungus will dry out
the plant. You can tell if your berries
are infected by the presence of dark
spots with gray centers on the fruit and
the cane.

Yards:

e Deep-water lawns, trees and shrubs to
encourage deep rooting and avoid heat
stress. If there is inadequate rainfall,
lawns should need no more than 1 to 1-
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to water once or twice a week if
needed.

Do not start new lawn from seed or
over-seed now. Wait until the cooler
days of fall.

Many of you have already
noticed white grubs in lawns
and landscape areas. Grubs are
soil inhabitants that live and
feed in areas where pesticides
have trouble reaching.

LANDSCAR& GARDEICARE

Insects and disease in annuals, perennials, trees and shrubs
generally become evident in June. A productive, healthy
landscape and garden plants require good management of
insects in your garden. You should do frequent inspections of
your plants to catch problems in the early stages. Pests and
disease attack plant roots, stems, leaves, flowers and fruits.
They will attack at any stage of growth from small seedlings
to fully mature plants.

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Aphids, spider mites, whiteflies, mealy-bugs, scale, thrips

and other insects can be controlled with insecticidal soap,

garden dust and chemical sprays.

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LAWNDISEASE
Heat and humidity in June usually provide the right environment for the spread of
lawn fungus that causes spots of dead grass, yellow patches or brown spots. It
is important to differentiate disease from damage caused by dog urine, lawn
fertilizer burns, insects or nutritional deficiencies.
Pet damage can resemble Dollar Spot or Rhizoctomia Blight. In the case of burn
by dog urine, the area of dead grass is most often inside an area of thick, green
grass. Heavy watering will wash down excess salts and help the grass recover.
Too much nitrogen can damage lawns. Often spots or streaks develop if the
spreader application overlaps, especially if the application rate was too heavy.
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concentrations of fertilizer. Heavy watering in these areas will wash down the
nitrogen for the grass to recover.
Insects can cause damage similar to lawn fungus. If you can easily pull the grass
in the bad area in chunks, grubs are the prime suspect. If you can see insect
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Turf grass plants need nitrogen and iron for healthy growth. If your lawn is thin
or yellow, poor nutrition should be considered. Soil analysis will identify how to
approach the problem.

FEATUREBHRUB VIBURNUM

Varieties of viburnum are popular flowering
landscape shrubs for sun or partial sun areas.
These versatile shrubs can meet most any
landscape need from wet to dry soil. Their
look can be natural native or informal with
heights that complement other trees or shrubs.
Bloom times span early spring through June
and are followed by attractive fruit and
outstanding fall foliage. Our garden centers
carry 14 varieties that range 3-15 feet in mature height include the following:
Alleghanis a 10-foot variety that has dense deep green foliage.

Autumn Jazg another tall 10-12 foot variety that turns shades of orange,
yellow and red in the fall.

Blackhawis considered a tall shrub or small tree with a 12-foot height. In fall
the foliage takes on a purplish hue.

Blue Muffinis a low-growing variety that makes a great low hedge or
foundation planting.

Chicago Lustpeows up to 8-10 feet and features dense glossy, deep green
foliage that turns red-purple in fall.

Emerald Triumghew for 200gjows 10 feet high with dark-green, glossy
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Forest Rouge (new for 26&9%n 8-10 foot mature height with dense, oval
yellow-green foliage that ages to a dark green against dark red young stems.
Juddiiis a medium rounded 8-foot shrub with fragrant pink flowers in early
spring.

Korean Spioatures to a 6-8 foot shrub with dusty green foliage. The autumn
color is wine red.

Mariessi Doublefties densely tiered horizontal branches. This variety is good
for massing 8-10 high shrub borders.

Mohicatis a very hardy 6-8 foot shrub with dark, hairy leaves that create a dark
background for companion plants.

Nannyberrig a 10-14 foot native shrub that can be pruned into a small tree.
Its fall color is deep maroon to red.

Newport Doublefilie our shortest variety and makes an excellent low
maintenance shrub that turns reddish-purple in the fall.

Northern Burgun@yanother 10-12 foot variety that gives a deep burgundy
fall color.

Red Feathisrh-6 foot shrub with beautiful red new foliage that develops green
veins as it ages to give the leaves a colorful feather-like design. Leaves turn to
maroon in fall.

Snowbalfnew for 2008)a thicket-forming 0ld World shrub. In the fall, the
leaves turn a burgundy reddish-purple. About the same time, the bright red,
attractive berries ripen, and persist on the plant throughout the winter. Birds are
very fond of the berries.

Wentworthis sometimes called the American Cranberry Bush. The dense
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screening or informal hedge.

lobed leaves are a striking lime-yellow that will draw a lot FSES
of attention in your garden or landscape. Its creamy white
flowers in mid to late summer are an added bonus.
Coralbells Encasen exciting new variety that displays
beautiful mounds of colorful foliage that changes with the
seasons. In spring, the leaves are a deep rose-purple with light silver highlights
on top and reddish-purple underneath. As the leaves mature, they turn lighter
rose with a deeper silver overlay and the dark purple veins turn more smoky
purple.

Georgia Peach Corallhadlbuge peach colored leaves with a very showy
white overlay and a large lush habit. The foliage color changes from peach-
orange tones in the spring to rose-purple in the fall through winter.
Coralbells Tiramisay be the most dynamic new variety since its changing
colors are eye-catching. Its spring growth is chartreuse with plum-red veining.
The coloration changes to golden with amber fading in the summer. An added
bonus is flower spikes dotted with petite pink bells in late summer that change
to deep red in the fall.
