LUCKY JADE PLANTS 

Jade plants (Crassula ovata, 

Crassula argentea, Crassula 

obliqua, Crassula portulacea, 

Crassula arborescens) are 

popular houseplants that are 

thought by some to bring good 

luck.  Maybe the lucky part 

comes from being a fairly easy plant to maintain.  Since the 

plant gets woody as it grows larger, it has also been called 

Money Tree, Dollar Plant and Friendship Tree. 

Jade plants are succulents that store moisture in their 

ekdrgx+ rvnkkdm kd`udr- Sgtr+ sgdx cnmƇs mddc

much water.  Watering should be done only when 

the soil is dry.  Water thoroughly so that water 

runs through the pot.  Let the container drain 

completely, then water again when the soil is dry.  With the 

right amount of water and sunlight, your Jade may even 

flower. 

Branching helps keep Jade plants from growing too tall.  You 

can pinch longer branches of your Jade plant whenever it 

starts to look spindly or leggy. 

Jade plants do well in smaller pots.  It can be repotted to the 

next larger sized pot when the current container can no longer 

support the plant, but this may take several years.  

Jade plants are fun to grow and make nice gifts for friends 

vgn k`bj ` Ɖfqddm sgtlaƊ- Uhrhs dhsgdq ne ntq F`qcdm Bdmsdq

locations to pick out a Jade plant for friends, family or 

yourself.
